Co-sponsorship by the Western District Peace and Social Concerns Committee began
with the 1977/1978 academic year and ended with the 1987/1988 academic year.

Beginning with the 1987/1988 academic year, the Peace Lecture Series became a
program of the Kansas Institute for Peace and Conflict Resolution. In 1992 the Kansas
Institute for Peace and Conflict Resolution merged with the Bethel College Peace
Lecture Series.

In each entry the first lecture listed is an evening lecture and was often preceded by a
meal. Where two lectures are listed the second is usually a convocation address
delivered the following morning. These were often also considered “peace lectures.” A
few events consisted of series of three or four lectures on consecutive days.
